Those pilings, from the logging era, were most likely 
used to hold booms of logs waiting to be taken to the 
saw mills.  Over the years ice has broken them off about 
a foot or so below the surface, creating a danger in an

Edible tapeworms? 
 
Tapeworm talk has begun wiggling its way through 
the fishing community. Apparently more frequent 
sightings of the creatures have been reported in the 
Great Lakes and some inland lakes. Rumors of the 
presence of a "super" Asian tapeworm appear to be 
unfounded, however. These tapeworms are natives, 
run amok. 
 
According to the DNR, the appearance of more 
tapeworms is presumed to be caused by a change 
in walleye food sources. Like so much else in 
nature, the food chain is at the heart of the change, 
and the creatures at the bottom are the key. In the 
past, Great Lakes walleye relied heavily on 
alewives for food. Alewives' principal food source 
was a small shrimp-like creature called Diporeia 
that was not a host for tapeworm larva; 
consequently, alewives did not pass tapeworms up 
the food chain.  
 
Now the plot thickens. Diporeia were forced to 
compete for their food source, zooplankton, with 
new invasive species (principally zebra and quagga 
mussels). Less zooplankton meant fewer Diporeia, 
and moving up the food chain, when alewives had 
less to eat their numbers collapsed as well. Unlike 
alewives, walleye could adapt by changing their 
dining habits. They began to eat yellow perch, 
round gobies, gizzard shad, and emerald shiners -- 
all of which are tapeworm hosts. As a result, 
walleye are much more prone to tapeworm 
infestation now. This is one reason the DNR 
suggests you destroy your unused bait; transporting 
it from lake to lake can also transport disease and 
parasites. 
 
Tapeworms live in the gut of their walleye hosts. 
This is why it is so important to dispose of walleye 
entrails in such a way as not to spread the

tapeworm parasites. Throwing the entrails back into the 
lake is the worst thing you can do, and it is illegal. 
Burning or burying the entrails is an effective way to 
minimize tapeworm spread. You may find evidence of 
tapeworm exiting the walleye after they have been 
caught, or in coolers where they have been stored . It is a 
good idea to empty and disinfect your cooler when you 
get home; do not dump the contents in or near the lake. 
 
Since tapeworms live in the gut of fish, if you don't eat 
the fish gut you won't injest tapeworms. It is uncertain 
whether humans can be hosts to the types of tapeworm 
that are found in fish, but it is strongly recommended 
that you thoroughly cook, smoke, or pickle your fish 
using normal food preparation practices.

  After almost 3 years of delicate negotiations the Village of 
Alanson was able to close on the final piece of the puzzle 
and purchase a small parcel of land for access to Derry 
Island on the Crooked River. Thanks to Alanson Village 
President Dick Weidenhamer perseverance the first major 
project of the Village of Alanson Downtown Development 
Authority, (V.A.D.D.A.) can now go forward. 
 
   Plans for the Island calls for a small walking bridge to 
access a boardwalk which is to extend the full 
circumference around its perimeter. Future phases include 
a quiet area with a gazebo, fishing pier, small boat dockage 
and a public restroom on the mainland. 
 
  The Island was donated to the Village of Alanson several 
years ago by Mr. Derry Williams, an Alanson native, with a 
stipulation that it be used only for the public as recreation 
land. 
 
   With the help of the Little Traverse Conservancy walking 
the Village through the application process a grant from the 
Michigan Natural Resources Trust Fund was awarded to 
the Village for the purchase of the land at the end of East 
Street on Crooked River. The Village of Alanson used part 
of their General Fund balance for the match required. The 
Pickerel-Crooked Lakes Association also donated $1,000 
from their Land Preservation fund to be used to help 
purchase the land. 
 

This last of the old time marathons will take place on August 8th & 9th.  Drivers will come from all parts 
of the country to have the chance to race on our very own Inland Route, which has achieved legendary 
status among stock outboard racers.  Race headquarters is DeVoe Beach where the Indian River leaves 
Burt Lake.  Saturday’s race begins there and turns around at the dam in Cheboygan, while Sunday’s race 
goes to Conway and back to a turn just into Mullet Lake and then back to DeVoe Beach.  The number of 
participants may be up this year as the national short course races are being held in southern Michigan 
near Jackson the week before.  Local club officials hope to have 100 entries for 2009.  Also adding 
interest to the race this year will be a “stock classics” race.  Antique equipment from previous years will 
be used by “experienced and mature” drivers, not “antique drivers.”  Each day the classics will run 
approximately a 12 mile course up the Indian River to Topinabee on Mullet Lake and back.  So far there 
has been quite a bit of enthusiasm to this addition to the race. 
            The following story shows a little of the attraction of this famous race course.  An article from a 
1966 Petoskey New Review recently came to my attention.  It listed the winner of the B Class as Jesse 
Hill.  In 2006, 30 years after winning a grueling race in which only 37 of 97 boats finished because of 
rough conditions, Jesse decided he had to run the race one more time to see if it was as much fun as he 
remembered!  Course conditions in ’06 were again quite rough and Jesse finished exhausted and beat up, 
but with a very big smile on his face. - Wayne Blomberg

DNR Reed-Burney Walleye Pond 
 

            The PCLA fish committee regrets to report that for a third consecutive year the 
State of Michigan will not be using the rearing pond off of M-68 due to a statewide 
moratorium on walleye rearing.  The source for eggs is in the Tittabawassee River, 
which connects to Saginaw Bay and Lake Huron.  Because of the VHS virus in Lake 
Huron which is extremely lethal to fish, the DNR cannot risk spreading that virus.  The 
DNR is working very hard on this problem to find a cost effective, but quick, way to 
test fish prior to releasing them.  We may soon see a decline in walleye in our lakes 
since there has been no stocking for 3 years.  On a positive note though, recent testing 
by the DNR has shown that natural reproduction in our lakes has been occurring at a 
better than expected level. - Wayne Blomberg 

Die Phragmites Die!!!   
 
An army of invaders is marching north from Bay City.  The invader is phragmites,  

a giant, invasive reed that already rings most of Saginaw Bay, growing more than 

10 feet tall and crowding out native plants, animals and views of the water..   

Officials in the Saginaw Bay area usually only talk about controlling phragmites, 

 because they’re so widespread there.  There are areas that are really bad.  

 Especially from Tawas south.  But from there north, it decreases.  While the description might not seem so bad, 

Phragmites can be a huge problem because it has the ability to spread at an astonishing rate. The seeds only cause a 

small amount of spread. Most reproduction is done through the rhizomes or runners that grow along the ground. Along the 

length of these runners, new Phragmites stalks can spring up. A single stand of Phragmites can spread 30-50 feet per 

year through these runners.  Three years ago it was discovered on Beaver Island and in September of  2007, with the 

help of the Northwest Community Health Department and the DNR, a treatment plan was developed and they are getting 

it under control (for more information go to http://www.beaverislandassociation.org/phragmites/ )  The Emmet 

Conservation District and the Tip of the Mitt Watershed Council is hosting and Invasive Phragmites-Informational 

Workshop on June 19th, 2009 at the Bear Creek Township Hall on Division Rd. in Petoskey.  It is from 8:30-noon and 

lunch is provided.

PLEASE whatever you take out with you 
while boating – bring back.  It makes a huge 
effect on our lakes.  Here are 5 practical 
things you can also do to keep up our water 
quality. 

1.  Keep oil and gas out of the water by 
installing a filter in your bilge pump.  
Change leaky seals, gaskets and hoses.  
Don’t top off your tank and avoid fuel 
through the overflow. 

2.  If you own waterfront property, don’t 
spread lawn fertilizer or dump 
clippings in the lake.  Allow native 
plants and shrubs to grow near the 
shoreline to filter pollutants. 

3.  Drain all water from bait wells and 
bilges when leaving any lake or river 
to eliminate hitchhiking zebra muscle 
larvae.  Pull clinging weeds off the 
lower unit and prop.  Don’t forget to 
check your trailer axel and rollers. 

4.  Use boat-wash products that don’t 
contain toxin phosphates, ammonia or 
chlorine.
